What is

KidSport™

KidSport™ is a national, children’s charity which provides funding
assistance to families to enable their children to participate in
organized sport. The KidSport™ program was established in
Newfoundland and Labrador in 2002 and is administered by Sport
Newfoundland and Labrador.

KidSport™ helps families by providing funding to cover the cost of
registration/participant fees and personal sport equipment for
athletes 18 years of age and under. Funding is provided for any
recognized sport activity of Sport Newfoundland and Labrador
and priority is given to those sport activities that demonstrate a
season of sport.

Organizational

Structure

KidSport™ Newfoundland and Labrador has
a provincial KidSport™ chapter, located in
St. John’s, and six local KidSport™ chapters
located in Clarenville, Gander, Grand Falls
Windsor, Labrador, Marystown, and Mount
Pearl. The provincial KidSport™ chapter has
one paid employee - a Marketing and Events
Coordinator - with support from Sport Newfoundland
and Labrador’s Executive Director and Administrative
Assistant. Our local chapters, some of which work

in partnership with the Canadian Tire JumpStart
Program, are staffed by volunteers.

The Kidsport NL program continues to grow each year,

funding more and more children across the province. Since
program inception Kidsport has funded 918 athletes and issued
$197,307 in registration and equipment fees. This is a remarkable
number and we hope that the program continues to expand
throughout the province.
